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1. What is Pitchbook? 
PitchBook is a database that provides data, research and technology covering private 
capital markets, including venture capital, private equity and M&A transactions.  

2. Access Pitchbook using Babson account 
a) Babson has free accounts for students. First, google “babson pitchbook” to be 

directed to the LibGuides page.  

 
 

b) Then, click into Pitchbook. New users need to use Babson email address to create 
a separate Pitchbook account.
